2. Annotate: Annotate the entire novel in a manner that enhances your understanding. You are
encouraged to notice the following:

e Plot structure and development
o Conflicts, internal and external
o Foreshadowing, etc.

3. List Unfamiliar Vocabulary Words: Construct a list of at least 25 unfamiliar words along
with a definition for each word.

4. Write a Book Summary: Write a two page summary of your book. Utilize your notes and
annotations when writing your summary.

5. Outline the Plot: Create a general synopsis of the character, setting, and theme, throughout
the story.
